EPISTLE READING: St. Paul's Second Letter to the Corinthians 1:21-24; 2:1-4 
Brethren, it is God who establishes us with you in Christ, and has commissioned us; he 
has put his seal upon us and given us his Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.

GOSPEL READING: The Gospel According to St Matthew 22:2-14

gave a marriage feast for his son, and sent his servants to call those who were invited 
to the marriage feast; but they would not come. Again he sent other servants, saying, 
'Tell those who are invited, Behold, I have made ready my dinner, my oxen and my fat 
calves are killed, and everything is ready; come to the marriage feast.' But they made 
light of  it and went off, one to his farm, another to his business, while the rest seized 
his servants, treated them shamefully, and killed them. The king was angry, and he sent 
his troops and destroyed those murderers and burned their city. Then he said to his 
servants, 'The wedding is ready, but those invited were not worthy. Go therefore to the 
thoroughfares, and invite to the marriage feast as many as you find.' And those 
servants went out into the streets and gathered all whom they found, both bad and 
good; so the wedding hall was filled with guests.
